Also running in July & August are "Thursday Nights Astronomy" with amateur astronomer John Albers, which includes an overview of astronomy, how to use a planisphere to find objects in the nights sky, how to star hop and view with the naked eye, followed by observing through the parks 8" Dobsonian Telescope and wide angle binoculars.
